As Paul Harris was dying, he asked if it was starting or ending? For Rotary’s sake, we have struggled and made sacrifices, but we feel that our finest hour is yet to come.
Your greatest contribution is your commitment to growing Rotary. You and I must demonstrate that Rotary Shares as we make dreams real. Member recruiting member.
