Reality check – all in just 12 years! Enormous growth in just 12 years!  12 years before that I marveled at our first fax machine to replace Telex in 1984!!

The PMC will tackle further expected exponential growth head on – seeking to “Build a New Model for Rotary” – towards 2020; to meet new expectations and challenge the “Next Generation” to Service above Self volunteerism.  That’s surely Rotary’s life blood - a veritable survival imperative.
